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You must recall the outcry that occurred when the City originally proposed having the new wastewater (sewer) plant built and run by a private operator.  That led to the City sponsor a “Sewer School” that actually had graduation certificates.





At this Sewer School, many possible types of treatment options were discussed.  The “students," who consisted of anyone who wanted to attend, were not just preached at but participated in the discussions.  At the end, the proposal brought back to the Council was the one agreed upon by most of the attendees.  There were also discussions of private Vs public operation.





The latest happening is that critics of the proposed new sewer plant have hired a lawyer.  It just goes to show that some individuals are never satisfied no matter how far you go to include them in the process.  I’m tired of this never ending conflict a
