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When I was growing up, the caricatures of successful people (whether it was financial, political, or business) was a fat person.  Success from before the depression until after WW II  meant being able to eat well.  It was probably the image for long before that also.  Recently, the image of success has been thin people with lots of things.  Success was personal image and the visual display called conspicuous consumption.  But lately, the image of success has become that of healthy people with free time to enjoy the fruits of their labor.





This transition from enough food to eat through an abundance of material possessions to now an excess of time for personal pursuits has mirrored what had been in short supply for most of the population during the preceding period.  While we are and will continue to be a capitalistic society that uses money as the basic unit to measure success, the defining measure of personal success is always having plenty of whatever is in short supply for everyone else.
